CEFRW Opposes Prop 14 The CFRW Voting Body i©PPOSEDto Prop 14, the “Top Two Primaries Act.” This
proposition will be on the Jund'®rimary ballot. The deceptive act may look likgand idea to the uniformed voter, so
it is imperative that our members get involved addcate the citizens of California.

1. This proposition is known as the measure that pritivide for a “voter-nominated election” for eaabngressional
and state elective office in California. A voterynate at the primary election for any candidatedo office without
regard for the political party preference disclobgdhe candidate or voter.

2. This measure would prohibit a political party orrtgacentral committee from nominating a candidate f
congressional or state elective office, but wouddngit a political party or central committee to ersk, support, or
oppose a candidate for congressional or state\aeauffice.

3. Allow a candidate for a congressional or state telecoffice to choose whether to have his/her mallt party
preference designated on the ballot.

4. Require that the two candidates receiving the hghete totals for each office at a primary elatticegardless of
party preference, would compete for the officetia general election. Political parties are prohibitrom having the
name of their preferred candidate in the genesgdtein for a voter-nominated office, other tharaadidate who is one
of the top two highest vote-getters at the primggction. Conversely, a political party may notvamt a candidate of
that party who participated in the primary electitom a position on the general election ballot.

The author of this measure often refers to this arfopen primary,” but that is not actually correct. An open
primary is one in which voters can vote in the prinary of any party they wish, but only in that party’s primary
for all races on the ballot. The winner in the primary foreach party advances to the November ballot in a nftit
party, multi-candidate field. Under Prop 14, the naninees from all political parties, including multiple candidates
from the same party, compete against each other ia single primary battle. With only the top two votegetters
advancing to the November general election, thosevd candidates could be from the same political payt and
rarely would a third-party or independent candidate be among them. Under this top-two system, Democst
could be forced to either vote for a Republican itany races, or not vote at all. Likewise, Republans could be
forced to vote for Democrats. This is not choice a@hit is not democratic. There is nothing “open” abait this
proposed scheme.

He has worked in theggsuppression division and the environmental @miti has prosecuted
sex crimes and other violent offenses. If electaw of his top priorities would be to start a gangrt that would not
only impose punishment but also direct youth progréhat would help gang members get jobs and bepoatkictive
members of society. (He also helped build the muodse against Johannes Mehserle, the officer adoofsfatally
shooting Oscar Grant Il at the Fruitvale BART &tat)

Louis Goodman —He is a criminal defense attorney and former Alaan€bunty prosecutor, with 30 years'
experience as a lawyer and legal instructor. Hekgvor the Alameda County courts as a volunteergyag tem. In that
capacity, Goodman has handled small claims cigidlies and thousands of traffic matters, rangiog fiickets to DUI
sentencing hearings. Having spent time in the scamtl seen the backlogs and inefficiencies firgthba notes that he
has a grasp of court procedure and knows whakestto keep a court calendar moving.
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SUSPEND AB 32 AND STOP THE ENERGY TAX

LEGISLATIVE ALERT ON FINANCIAL BILL

The Wall Street Bailout Bill that the Presidenpisshing must be carefully reviewdtlis Christopher Dodd’s bill,
Senate Bill 3217.

SECTION 113 — Creates a protected class of “tgddfail” firms.

SECTION 204 — Creates a permanent bailout authohithorizes FDIC to make available funds for threerly
liquidation of a covered financial institution.

SECTION 203 (b) — Provides for seizure of privateperty without meaningful judicial review. Thecsetary of the
Treasury would have the authority for such a seizur

SECTION 210 (n)(1) — Establishes a $50 billiondua pay for bailouts. Would be known as the “Olgl&esolution
Fund” within the U.S. Treasury.

SECTION 210 (n)(9) — Opens a “line of credit” ketTreasury for additional government funding.

SECTION 1155 — Authorizes regulators to guaratiteedebt of solvent banks. The FDIC is authorizeduarantee
the debt of “solvent depository institutions” ifgidators declare that a liquidity crisis (“evenggists.

The bill imposes one-size-fits-all reform in dextive markets. The bill would require virtually dkrivative contracts
to be settled through a clearinghouse rather tirectty between parties.

In spite of what the President says about WalleStrehis bill is probably what Goldman Sachs anel riésst of Wall
Street lobbyists would love to haveluét a note: The President is not going to retura hearly $1 million dollar
contribution he received from Goldman Sachs.)
