AB 827: Target salaries of unelected local governmeniciaf6 by prohibiting automatic salary
increases and banning severance payments of gteaterl2 months’ salary for these non-unionized
employees.

AB 192: Require cities to pay for any higher pension payts that stem from their luring a municipal
employee away from another city by offering exabttpay.

AB 501 Require officials of cities, counties, speciatdcts, school districts and joint powers agesacie
to file an annual statement that discloses thempsnsation to the public.

AB 194: Cap the maximum salary or compensation that eansed to determine pension benefits for
high-paid public employees hired after Jan. 1, 2011

The article below is reprirftedh the
NFRW Political Briefing, Legislative News for the week of August 19, 2010

The Republican Party pioneered the right of womervdte and was consistent in its support throughbetlong
campaign for acceptance. It was the first majotyp@ar advocate equal rights for women and the jlacof equal pay
for equal work.

The Women's Rights Convention held in Seneca Rallg,, in 1848 marked the beginning of the womeniffrage
movement in the United States. Two years lateethexs a nationwide meeting in Worcester, Mass.

By 1870, the Massachusetts Republican State Caovenad already seated two suffragettes, Lucy StomeMary A.
Livermore, as delegates. In addition, the NatidRa@publican Convention of 1872 approved a resolutémoring the
admission of women to "wider fields of usefulneasitl added that "the honest demand of this classtinéns for
additional rights ... should be treated with re$juéconsideration.”

Wyoming, the state that pioneered women's suffraget two women, Therese A. Jenkins and Cora Gei@ar to the
1892 Republican Convention in Minneapolis as a#terrdelegates. This was the first time women wegdesl at a
Republican National Convention.

This convention was also the first to be addresged woman, J. Ellen Foster, chairman of the WosnBepublican
Association of the United States. A strong beligwesrganization, Foster said her association haggred work plans
for women's involvement in national politics. Capi@ere given to each delegate and alternate. "Wenare to help
you," she declared, "and we are here to stay."

At the request of Susan B. Anthony, Sen. A.A. Satrge Republican from California, introduced thehl8mendment
in 1878. Sargent's amendment (also known as thanSBs Anthony Amendment) was defeated four timesaby
Democrat-controlled Senate.

When the Republican Party regained control of Cesglin 1919, the US House of Representatives Yipalssed the
amendment with a vote of 304-89 and sent it tcSé&eate with a vote of 56 to 25.

When the Amendment was submitted to the statesf #fe 36 states that ratified it had Republicagidkatures. Of the
nine states that voted against ratification, eigbte Democratic. Twelve states, all Republican, giadn women full
suffrage before the federal amendment was ratified.

Tennessee was the final state to ratify the amentimeheir General Assembly. The Tennessee GeAssembly was
tied 48-48 on the amendment until a young man,\Hahromas Burn, changed his vote to "Yes" afterrhigher had
requested him to approve the amendment. The UcBetaey of State certified the amendment on Aug.12@0.

As we remember the heroic efforts of the Republieemmen who paved the way, we renew our commitment
to exercising this right by making a differencehie November elections.
