DR. HAL STRUNK RETURNS WITH UPDATED
INSIGHTS ON THE MIDDLE EAST

Happy New Year and welcome to the premier of our 2010 speakers series! We are honored to again
host Pleasanton resident, retired Captain Harold Strunk, USN, Ph.D. In January 2009, we featured
Dr. Strunk and his prescient remarks on US activities in Irag and the implications of American
intervention in the Hussein regime.

Because Dr. Strunk’s assessments were so accurate, we have invited
him to address the climate in the Middle East as it pertains to military
activities in Afghanistan, the implication of Iran’s nuclear program for
Israel and her neighbors, and the unrest in Pakistan, most of which go
unpublished in the mainstream media.

Of Dr. Strunk’s 21 years in military service with the US Army and Navy,
seven were with Central Command. In 1991 he was recalled and assigned
to Navy Medical in support of Marine divisions liberating Kuwait. He has
also seen service with Chemical and Biological Weapons Defense.

Professionally, Dr. Strunk is an epidemiologist and preventive medicine officer. His impressive
background includes Masters Degrees in psychiatric social work and international health and a
doctorate in public health epidemiology and hospital administration — all from UCLA. He is a member of
the Association of Retired Intelligence officers, as well as several military and scientific associations.

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THE HOUSE AND SENATE HEALTH CARE BILLS: THE KEY DI FFERENCES

The giant House and Senate health care bills reflect a common idabfogndation; a profound congressional faith in the
efficacy and desirability of federal government control overfithencing and delivery of Americans’ health care, ranging
from federal control over health benefits to the dramatic expamg government coverage—notably Medicaid—for new
classes of American citizens. Nonetheless, there are consequelitiappablems to be resolved. Before a final bill reaches
the desk of the President, House and Senate negotiators omusuirthese differences and engage in further compromise
and concessions. Here are six key differences:

1. The Nature and Scope of the Public PlaBoth President Obama and congressional liberals proposed a new
government run health plan (a “public option”) to compete agaiigite health insurance nationwide. To gain support of
several key moderates, the Senate leadership dropped protisasiablish an explicit public plan from the final versién o
their bill. Instead, they substituted a new set of “matitite” private health plans sponsored by the U.S. Office sbReel
Management that would compete against private health plans statieebased exchanges that are mandated by the Senate
Bill. In contrast, theHouse Bill includes an explicit government-run health plan. MoreoverHthese-passed public plan is
already less “robust” than originally proposed; thus, additidcHouse concessions on the provision may be even more
difficult.

2. The Size and Reach of New Federal TaxBsth the House and Senate Bills would impose new taxeshwhic
will hit the middle class, thus breaking the President’'saitga promise to not raise taxes on families earning under
$250,000. The Senate bill relies heavily on more than a dozgmdwaisions, including a new excise tax on high cost health
care plans: a 40% excise tax on plans exceeding $8,500 for widuradiand $23,000 for a family. The tax would also apply
to the private plans offered in the Federal Employees Health BeRefigram. The Senate bill also has a new federal
premium tax on all insurers, including those who cover semiothe Medicare Advantage program and federal workers and
retirees in the FEHBP. There is general agreement that thigoresmium tax, as well as others, will be passed on to
consumers through higher premiums and health care costs. RimdémictheHouse Bill depends on a heavy new income tax
targeted at “wealthy” income tax-payers and small businesses. @heeidassed bill would impose a 5.4% tax on
individuals with incomes above $500,000 and families viitbomes above $1 million.

3. The Scope of the Employer MandatB8oth the House and Senate bills impose mandates on employéfarto
government-approved health care coverage or pay a tax penalty. Tate Siinimposes a $750 penalty per worker on
employers of 50 or more who do not offer federally qualifiederage. Even if the employer does offer federally qualified
coverage, if a worker obtains the federal subsidy to buy coxénate health insurance exchange, the employer would have
to pay an annual penalty of $3,000 for each worker whorabtasubsidy (up to a maximum of $750 times the totabeum
of full-time workers). TheHouse Bill imposes a direct requirement on employers to offer federatyified health care
coverage to their employees and pay a specified percentage for siddberdlly premiums or pay a payroll tax of up to 8
percent.

4. The Penalties of an Individual MandateBoth bills also impose a new legal requirement on individials
either buy federally approved health insurance or pay a tax peBeljinning in 2014, the Senate bill requires individuals
to purchase a government-approved plan or pay a penalty0B3; the annual penalty would amount to $750. The tax
penalty, indexed for inflation, would increase over tinBeginning in 2013, the House bilfequires individuals to pay a
penalty of 2.5% of their income for not obtaining fedgrédicceptable” health care coverage. Those with health insurance
that does not meet the federal standards would still pagthgenalty. Not surprisingly, many on the Right and Lpfiase
this mandate.

5.  The Expansion of the Medicaid EntitlemenBoth bills greatly expand eligibility for Medicaid, the waié
program that provides health care services to the poor anddierih The Senate bill would require states to expand their
Medicaid programs to cover all Americans up to %38f the federal poverty level, or $29,326 for a family ofrfdthe
House bill would require states to expand eligibility for Medicaid1t0%, or $33,075 for a family of four. Such an
expansion of Medicaid “crowds out” private coverage and faces remstangovernors who are struggling with budget
demands. Moreover, any “sweetheart” deals to provide additionstisax® to the states, would only shift the real cost from
state taxpayers to federal taxpayers.

6. Taxpayer Funding for Abortion.The President promised that there would be no federal taxfaging for
abortion. In theHouse bill, by virtue of the Stupak-Pitts amendment, there is a gerfw@wall between federal funding and
abortion coverage. In the Senate bill, by virtue of the agreebsween Senate Majority leader Harry Reid and Senator
Nelson, there is no such firewall; the bill allows federap#ger funding for abortion. For the pro-life advocates ai bo
sides of the aisle, the Reid-Nelson language falls far shiredHouse language.
