The 2010 Census will help communities receive ntioa@ $400 billion in federal funds each year fonds like:

Hospitals

Job training centers

Schools

Senior Centers

Bridges, tunnels and other-public works projects
Emergency Services

The data collected by the census also help deteritie number of seats your state has in the U.Sis¢lof
Representatives.

So did you know that the census does not distilgogtween illegal immigrants and U.S. Citizensokés not, which
raises questions such as: Should Arizona win meat¢ssin the House of Representatives becausehbisaa large
number of illegal aliens? Or should people who taote decide how many electoral college votesfQalia is
awarded?

“The stakes are high, very high, as the Census Buma seeks to accurately count America’s residentsAnd if
you thought that the decennial nose-count was ab#lidn frivolity, here is some news for you: T2810 census is
generating the same kind of grass-roots organizimge-with many of the same participants—who carBedack
Obama into the White House. Why the excitement® dénsus will determine not only the number ofseath state
holds in the House of Representatives but alsaligtebution of some $400 billion in federal progranonies. It will
also guide the infamous redistricting by whichetagislators redraw voting districts so as to teoltheir power base.
In other words, the stakes ARE high.

What's new this year is that the Obama adminigtrais pushing the Census Bureau to spend hundfadilions of
dollars to reach minority communities that have rbéendercounted” in the past. Reporting higher narsbof
residents in poor black or Hispanic neighborhoodkattract more federal (needed) funding, and mamportantly,
will boost the regions’ House seats, which wilklik be filled by Democrats.

In areas served by the United States Postal Sepistal workers will deliver the Census Packanid-March 2010.
In all other areas, census takers will deliverftren packages between March 1 and April 30, 201Bek\Wou receive
yours, just answer the 10 short questions andnehthe form back in the postage-paid envelop&igesl. If you do
not mail the form back, you will receive a visibifn a Census Taker volunteer.

If a census taker visits you, here’s what you sthiad: First ask to see their ID. All census workeasry official

government badges marked with just their name,theg may also have a “U.S. Census Bureau” bag. Natethe
census taker will never ask to enter your homewemghe census form questions for your entire hioolsie(you must
be 15 years old to answer questions) so that theusetaker can record the results for submissiothéoCensus
Bureau.

So with hundreds of volunteers fanning out acrbgscountry in coming weeks, it will be impossibtekinow what
message they will spread. They will purportedlyrpps participation in the census. But it is alsogiole that they will
encourage fraud, in an effort to boost particuammunities’ benefits. For example, Reggie Bacchusiinister at a
Chicago-area church, recently said he would “getstirveys and set up in barbershops, laundromaasgepstores’—
anywhere people might congregate.

A spokesperson for the Census Bureau, Lisa Cochransaid that forms would only be mailed to homes.
Someone needs to tell Mr. Bacchus about this.

While doubtless a large number of people are ggtiirt to bring in funding that underserved commiasiheed, this
push to report higher numbers of residents in lneoime neighborhoods is certainly going to be hardversee.
